Al so, carriage returns can now be
ignored. This allows you to use the break and paragraph tags. In HTM. multiple <BR>



and <P> tags in sequence are supposed to be ignored. That is also not inplenented and
i amnot sure if it will be. That seenms to be hel pful for HTM. but this is not HTM,; it is
PDF.

Word wrappi ng has been inplenmented for all fonts.
Unsupported tags are now stripped fromthe file.
